Is Cancer Focus NI a registered charity?
Yes, Cancer Focus NI is registered as a national charity and our charity registration number is NIC 1003. In line with good business practice, our accounts are audited once a year and a full set of accounts is held at the Companies Registrations Office. Cancer Focus NI  is an independent, national charity, founded since 1969. 
Does Cancer Focus NI receive public funding?
Cancer Focus NI has to raise a total income of £3.5 million each year to continue running our services. We rely on 95% of this income from public and corporate donations as we only receive 5% government funding.
