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Where do collections happen?
Collections take place at various venues throughout Northern Ireland and locations might include shopping centres, supermarkets, sporting events, music concerts etc.
When do collections take place?
Depending on the location collections may be daytime, evening or weekends, for example at a shopping centre on a busy Saturday, or a sports match on a Friday night.
How long do I need to help for?
Even just a few hours can help make a huge difference – and why not encourage your family and friends to help out too and make it a real team effort!
How old do I need to be?
Volunteers must be aged 16 or over – and those aged 16-25 are eligible for Millennium Volunteering.
What do I need to wear?
You should wear comfortable footwear and suitable clothing (dependant on the location & weather).  You will be given a Cancer Focus NI t-shirt which is yours to keep. Some of our fantastic volunteers have gone the extra mile and worn fancy dress outfits!
What will the money collected go towards?
All money raised by our collectors stays in Northern Ireland and goes to help local cancer patients and their families.
